✓Prevent  - Prohibitions (Art. 1) 

✓Mitigate - Remedial measures (Art. 3, 4 and 5)

✓Cooperate  - Partnerships to implement provisions 
(Art. 6)

✓ Total of 104 States parties and 16 Signatories

34 Europe;  32 Africa;  24 Americas; 7 Pacific; 

4 Asia, 3 Middle East

✓ Central America - first cluster munitions-free sub-region (Art. 1)

✓ 33 of 40 States Parties have reported the completion of stockpile destruction 
(Art.3)  

✓ 6 of 16 States Parties have completed clearance and destruction of cluster 
munition remnants (Art. 4)

✓ 3 Country Coalitions established (Art.6)

✓ 88% initial Transparency reporting and 75% annual reporting rate (Art. 7)

✓ 51 States have implemented requisite measures under National
Implementation measures or have indicated that existing legislation is
sufficient (Art.9)
